HEADER: Weekly Update on the Route One Infrastructure Project

[bookmark: _GoBack]The following information reflects what you’re likely to see on Route One in Falmouth in the upcoming seven days. Please note that this is a projection based on the best available information at the time that it was sent, and is subject to change due to weather and other variables.

WORK HOURS: 
For the next seven days, crews are expected to work from 6:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. weekdays. No weekend or overnight work is expected during the period.

WORK CURRENTLY UNDERWAY: 
Some tree clearing along the west side of the road has already occurred, and more is expected early next week. This work is in preparation for trenching for the utilities conduit, and this tree work is currently expected to finish by May 20.

Stormwater runoff improvements are occurring near the south end of the project zone. As of Tuesday, May 13, much of this work was in the vicinity of the Falmouth Veterinary Hospital (which is still accessible to traffic). Crews are generally maintaining two-way traffic by merging southbound vehicles into the center (turning) lane. Short periods of one-way traffic affecting the southbound side are occasionally necessary in order to move heavy equipment.

You may also notice that supplies are being cached in several locations along the route – including the Shaw’s parking lot, the Walmart parking lot, and the interchange at the intersection with Route 88.

WORK YOU MAY SEE IN THE UPCOMING WEEK:
Several sewer lines run along Route One, and most were installed a fairly long time ago, before towns kept precise records of the locations of buried utilities. One of these is the main line to the Mill Creek Pump Station. 

Crews must dig one or more test pits to identify the precise location of this pipe. With luck, digging these pits will occur off the roadways and thus will not impact traffic flow. There is, however, a chance that one pit will have to be dug at the intersection of Route One and Clearwater Drive (just south of Wal-Mart). If this is necessary, work crews and flaggers will be assigned to redirect traffic.

OTHER ITEMS:
Town officials have already spoken with most business owners along the corridor. A meeting for business owners, updating them on the project, will take place 8:30 Thursday morning at the Library. Please note: all businesses will be open during normal business hours throughout the project; we encourage you to patronize them!

We plan to send you an email update every Tuesday afternoon with an anticipated schedule. We’ll also send out updates later in the week if there’s a significant change, or if there’s something interesting going on.
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The Town of Falmouth has created a special e-mail list for the Route One Infrastructure Project. This email distribution will allow The Town to provide weekly updates on construction activities, traffic conditions, and more. Because this is our first broadcast of information regarding this project, we’re sending it to most of our e-mail lists.
