Why compost food waste? 
Composting food waste is an eco-friendly way of reducing 
household waste. Composting reduces your trash bag costs 
and means less waste entering the landfill. It also returns 
nutrients to the soil.

• Community Park (anytime!)

Convert table scraps (grass & leaves too!) 
into rich garden soil at home. Purchase a 
compost bin from Falmouth Public Works or 
your local hardware store.  

Fee-based subscription collection  
Check local listings for companies 
offering food waste curbside collection 
services in Falmouth.
